In Tamil, “to be” often shows presence, location, or
a continuing state with forms of @ m (iru) — like mmresr
B)ma#EGmett (naan irukkiren) (1am [here]). When you iden-
tify the correct item, you’ll love the emphatic pointer g
sresr (athu thaan) = “that’s the one/it is.”
