* In Telugu, ‘have’ is expressed as ‘to + person + ex-
ists’. So “I have time” is literally “to me, time exists”:
| have time — 5% ¥dXo%o &o&’® (naku samayam
undi).

» Avoid mixing with obligation: “I have to go” is not pos-
session; say “l must go” - 3™% 37 o™’ (naku
vellali).

Here’s a tiny tweak that makes you sound local.

Telugu often drops ‘to be’ in identity sentences. Say
“She is a teacher” as “She teacher’ - es:%= ¢5°35%, not
“es30™ &oc® (Bme undi) 2% ¢°357."  Use forms like
&ST S8 (Unnanu), &3°3™Sy (UNnavu), &3° S8y (un-
naru) mainly for presence, location, or states: “I am here”
> 3785 357 58 &35 58 (nénu ikkada unnanu). Golden
rule: identity often drops ‘is’; existence uses it.
